FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

The Fund outperformed its cash benchmark in November, ending with a weighted average
rating of single A+. Risk assets rallied on hopes of a shift in monetary policy. European
structured credit performed strongly. Higher beta classes down the capital structure,
including BBB rated collateralised loan obligations, outperformed. Investors absorbed robust
supply in Europe and Australia. Elevated subscription levels posed difficulties in obtaining
meaningful allocations, especially in the mezzanine space. US structured credit saw strong
supply. Spreads across AAA rated assets tightened, widening in the BBB rated space.
Delinquencies rose but deterioration flattened or declined. Asset-backed securities (ABS)
remain supported by tighter lending standards, declining inflation, wage growth and resilient
ABS structures. Performance was driven by spread tightening. The Fund deployed capital
into global consumer-backed mezzanine tranches.
