FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

Government bond yields continued to rise, ending the quarter close to the levels seen in the
volatility of last year and implying further tightening to come from the BOE. Despite this,
credit spreads modestly rallied over quarter offsetting some of this absolute negative return.
The fund performed better than the comparator index driven primarily by the compression in
spreads and the ongoing outperformance of the financial sector. The latter continues to
perform well as the market takes comfort that an economic slowdown should not result in
significant losses for banks or yet more idiosyncratic failures like Silicon Valley Bank or Credit
Suisse. The property sector, however, continues to struggle, with valuations on underlying
assets still not finding a floor. In the sector the fund maintains its defensive positioning of
exposure to only top tier issuers and avoiding subordinated instruments. There was little
secondary trading activity over the quarter and no sales for credit related concerns, with the
fund having taken advantage of market volatility and the shake-up in spreads earlier in the
year.
