FUND MANAGER COMMENTS

December saw markets bring forward their expectations for the first US interest rate cut to
March, and price in a rapid easing cycle thereafter. Falling rate expectations buoyed returns
across equity, bond and credit markets, and the portfolio generated a strong positive
performance. Our equity holdings were the largest contributor to returns, driven by an
impressive rally in the US. Dividend futures exposures also performed well, as did our range
of option-based trades designed to benefit from upside in key equity markets. In fixed
income, government bond yields declined, and credit spreads tightened, which proved
especially beneficial to high yield and emerging market debt. Our defensive strategies
suffered in this environment, and our commodity exposures generated a small negative
return, but our infrastructure holdings delivered solid gains. We added to some risk
exposures given the potential for momentum to continue into 2024 and reduced some
defensive strategies.
